3. On June 12, 2009, Hal, Thane, and I met with Hal’s office in Astoria and had a
conference call with Steve Sanders, attorney for the Commission, about the Notice and whether
there was willingness on the part of the Commission to negotiate a seitlement. Mr. Sanders said
he thought the Commission was interested in seitling. We all agreed, including Mr. Sanders, that
we would defer requesting a hearing fo see if we could negotiate a settlement that potentially
would allow me to sell the permit that was being revoked and make sure that Oregon’s action did
not affect my Washington permits. Mr. Sanders said that he would talk with Roy Elicker and
Marla Rae and call my attorneys, but that he believed they were interested in a settlement.

4, I had several additional telephone calls with my counsel who were talking with
Mr., Sanders over the next several weeks, and I thought we were still headed toward a settlement.
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: 5. While in Newport at an ODF&W mesiing in late July, DeAnna Erickson told me
that the time for requesting a hearing had expired, and that the Commission was going to proceed
with revocation of my license and crab permit.
