_ STATEMENT OF INTEREST
Experience and knowledge of hunting

I grew up in the heart of the Pacific flyway, the San Joaquin Delta, and started hunting wa-~
terfowl, upland game birds and small game at an early age. The Delta, while I was growing up,
went through a number of major environmental changes, all at the expense of the wildlife popu-
Jations that I enjoyed hunting. When I turned twelve, both black-tailed and mule deer were
added to my hunting opportunities. While in high school I started hunting with archery, Over
the years I have harvested both large and small game including goats, sheep, wild boar, deer,
elk, bear and varied small game using both archery and firearms. I have hunted big game for
over thirty years in Oregon,

In 1973, while a full time law enforcement officer, I started working part time as a hunting
guide on a 27,000 private ranch. I guided bunts for wild boar, black-tailed deer and upland
game birds. I continued guiding hunters part time until 1993 when I started a full time Orvis
endorsed wingshooting lodge on 18,000 acres of private leased Jand. In addition to the upland
game birds we hanted wild boar and deer. I hired three full time guides and had three or four
part time guides,

Over the years I have taught many new hunters the class necessary for their hunter education
certificate in both Oregon and California. While operating the hunting resort I worked with the
Friends of the NRA and hosted summer camps for youth. Our camps lasted from three to five
days and included up to forty students, During the camp the campers received the complete
hunter education class, shotgun and rifle live fire training, archery instruction, game care in-
struction, went on a two mile nature hike, and had the opportunity to see bird dogs working in
the field. Each year we would invite back six to eight of very best of the youth campers to be
youth counselors for the next camp. Youth counselors were given additional training in fire-
arms, assisted the adult counselors and with my supervision, cooked breakfast outdoors each
morning for the entire camp.

Additional experience that has helped me in my own hunting and helped me in teaching oth-
ers how to become safe and successful hunters includes: I was the area weapons training officer
while on the California Highway Patrol, I was a Level 1 shooting instructor with the National
Sporting Clays Association, I have a very good knowledge of firearms having been a licensed
firearm dealer and have been to the Shot Show numerous times. I received training from
Swarovski optics. I have had a kennel with more than twenty trained hunting dogs. I have
taught many first time hunters etiquette and safety in the field, provided information about the
habits and habitat of the game we were hunting, and given instruction in how to care for the
game after the harvest.

Experience with fish & wildlife resource management issues

I was responsible for the habitat management on 18,000 acres of private land. The primary
use of the land was hunting. My goal was to create and maintain the highest quality habitat
possible for our big game and upland game birds. I did control burns that removed old growth
brush while protecting our native blue oaks. I improved the ranch water systems, planted crops

for wildlife, did predator control, worked with the county agricultural department on invasive

- weeds and maintained a County Restricted Materials Permit for spraying them. Iattended a
State Water Quality Class and worked with the Soil Conservation District to identify potential
new dam sites.

Currently I am the Area Coordinatot/Hunter Education Instructor for ODFW in Curry
County, 1 am also an Angler Bducation Instructor for ODFW and I am on the Board of Direc-
tors for Oregon South Coast Fishermen located in Brookings.

Leadership and experience on or with councils, boards, commission, and legislature

Tn 1992 T was appointed by a County Supervisor to a position on the County Substance
Abuse Advisory Board. I served as the elected Chairman in 1993-05. T resigned from the Sub-
stance Abuse Advisory Board when I was appointed to the San Benito County Fish Game Com-
mission. I spent eleven years on the Fish and Game Commission, six years as the elected
Chairman. : :

In 1999 I was appointed fo the Monterey Bay Unified Air Pollution Control District Advi-
sory Board by the mayor of Hollister. The MBUAPD served Monterey, San Benito and Santa
Cruz Counties. I spent three years as the elected chairman. -

I resigned from both the Fish &Game Commission and the MBUAPD when I retired and

moved to Oregon.
Experience working with and/or representing the ‘f)ublic

While I was the chairman of the above listed boards and commission I presided over public
meetings. Some public meetings can certainly have emotional issues for some of the speakers.
As chairman it was my responsibility to maintain control and also allow everyone the opportu-
nity to be heard. '

Ability in working collaboratively with others

In 1999, I served on the Open Burn Task Force for the MBUAPD. Our assignment was to
muke recommendations for new rules, regulations and a fee structure, that individual ranch
owners and agencies could accept while meeting the new standards for air pollution set by the
Air Resource Board in Sacramento. I was the only member that came from a working ranch
and did control burning on large acreage. Other members of the task force were representatives
from the USFS, BLM, Ft Ord Military Base, Fi Hunter Liggett Military Base, Camp Roberts
Nationa! Guard Base, California Parks & Recreation, CDF, California Department of Fish &
Game, and the Fire Departments of the major cities within the three counties. We spent over
one year in give and take negotiations to come up with the recommendations that were adopted
as the final policy.
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Participation in the A&H program

Until recently I was unaware of the existence of the ODFW Access & Habitat Board, how-
ever, as the hunter education coordinator I have been in contact with Fred Amold with South
Coast Lumber Company in an attempt to obtain access for a youth shooting range on their prop-
erty. At this time they are not ready primarily due to past issues with the public. Also, while at
Rock Springs Ranch I was involved with a feasibility study with the San Benito County Water
District for a new dam site and with a company that wanted to build a new microwave tower on
the ranch. '

Ability to foster positive relations between landowners, hunters and ODFW

I believe the best way to foster a positive relationship with any landowner, hunter or agency
is to develop a positive personal reputation. Some relationships take more time to develop and
they only develop as long as there is mutual trust between the parties. If landowners and other
hunters know you respect the environment, property rights, the law, and the game you seek, you
will by your example foster positive relations. I believe I have a positive reputation and as a
representative for ODFW I make every effort to teach new hunters ethics that will foster posi-
tive relations with landowners, hunters and non-hunters alike.

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1.} I started hunting with my father when I was 8 years old. Growing
up hunting and fishing with. my Dad had a huge impact on my life
and has shaped the person I am today. I lost Dad in 1989 and
although I have never missed a hunting season, it became even
more important to me as it was my connection with him. Now at
51, I enjoy hunting more now than ever, but the real thrill for me
is ta follow in Dad’s footsteps by teaching the next generation(s) of
hunters the skills and philosophies that will make them the
responsible successful hunters that we all should be. It makes me
feel even closer to Dad to pass on the lessons he taught me;

e Never waste anything. If you take the life of an animal, it is your
responsibility and obligation to take care of that animal.
Plan your hunt, hunt your plan _
Always put safety first

s Minus your animal, leave the woods as you found them.

Abgut 20 years ago 1 started archery hunting. This has given me the
opporturity to acquire new hunting skills and to be able to challenge
myself. In 2008 I took my biggest elk ever. This bull scored 280 on the
Pope and Young scale and made it into the record books. Although I am
not a trophy hunter, I have to admit I was ecstatic.

As the father of 2 adult daughters that grew up hunting and fishing, 1
know well the different challenges that face female hunters. One of the
biggest and I must say the oddest is the prejudice from our own hunting
commurtity. Although we have made great progress in this area there is
still a lot of educating to be done.

[ am very proud of both my Daughters. They have both married men that
share their love of hunting. Both are raising my Grandchildren to
understand and respect the outdoors. Time will tell if my Grandkids will
follow the family tradition of hunting or if they will choose not to. Either
way they will have knowledge that will help them in their everyday lives
regardless of the path they take.

As for agriculture, I was co-owner of Yamhill Valley Beekeeping for 6
years. This was concurrent with my full time job at Willamina Luraber.
What started out as a hobby quickly became a full time thriving
business. By working closely with the farmers that we provided crop
pollination for, I was able to learn more about farming that I ever thought
possible. Being able to view very different crops and farming techniques
taught me to respect and admire these farmers. | also worked closely
with the farmer’s neighbors. Whether it was other farmers, urban or
residential areas. This was crucial as pesticides affected my business. By
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listening to the neighbors concerns and opinions, I learned that with
Education, communication and compromise most obstacles could have a
“win-win” conclusion. After 6 years of 2 full time jobs, I sold my half of
the business in order to spend more time with my family. At the time of
sale Yamhill Valley Beckeeping had over 600 hives, 2 trucks, a forklift
and A shop complete with all the equipment to run a successful
beekeeping business. Although I no longer keep bees commercially, I
have two hives at my house for the garden, fruit trees and of course
honey.

When it comes to my knowledge of forestry, | rely heavily on being raised
in a timber driven town. I worked for 11 years at Willamina Lumber, 1

was trained in all aspects of the mill. Including but not limited to; planer
operations, shipping, log yard and maintenance. Living and working in
this environment I became familiar with the loggers, truckers and .
vendors. | have a deep admiration for the people that make a living in the
timber industry. As a side note 2 of the 9.4 acres | live on are in timber
deferral.

Currently I am the commercial accounts manager for Chuck Colvin Auto
in McMinnville. This job involves customers that are in the logging,
ferming, and construction business. I love what I do. How many people
can say that? I bring to my job a unique understanding of these
customers and their needs. My success in a sale is not only finding the
right truck for their needs but also earning their trust. Sometimes when 1
am just not sure, I ride along with them on their workday in order to
assess their needs. Understanding that this is truly not a “one size fits all
world” I am able to provide my customers with what is right for them.
