Need for the Rule(s): The Department has initiated a review and update of its twelve wildlife area long range
management plans. The purpose of the wildlife area management plans is to offer a comprehensive vision and action
plan for the next ten years. The proposed wildlife area plan currently under consideration is the Sauvie Island Wildlife

Area Management Plans.

How were small businesses involved in the development of this rule?

Small businesses potentially impacted by these management plans were in many cases directly contacted by the
wildlife area manager to urge their participation in the current review period. The public review process consisted of
holding four public meetings per wildlife area, held at local venues. These meetings were announced via press releases
sent to local radio and news outlets as well as posted on the Department’s website and weekly recreation reports.

If not, why?:
The draft administrative rules were developed without a committee of interested or aifected persons. The wildlife area

manager and watershed district manager held informal meetings with key stakeholder and interest groups at the
beginning of the management plan process, to ask for their participation. A total of five formal public meetings were

held.

Fiscal and Economic Impact Statement for the August 6, 2010 Hearing in the Matter of
Rules Relating to Long Range Wildlife Area Management Plans

Fiscal and economic impact: The purpose of the wildlife area management plans is to offer a
comprehensive vision and action plan for the next ten years. The proposed wildlife area plan
currently under consideration includes Sauvie Island Wildlife Area.

The proposed rules will affect state agencies, units of local government, and the public,
respectively, as discussed below:

A. The only state agency which should be affected by adoption of these rules is the Oregon
Department of Fish and Wildlife. This Wildlife Area is funded through the Federal Aid to
Wildlife Restoration Act (Pittman-Robertson) (75%) and hunting license receipts (25%). Current
annual funding for Sauvie Island has averaged approximately $750,000. Actions are identified
for the life of the plan, but are subject to funding and personnel availability. Additional revenue
would enhance plannéd actions and associated benefits to wildlife and the general public.

Current funding will also need to increase during this period to maintain the status quo due to
inflation and other factors. Therefore, no immediate changes from the current levels of the
department's operations or expenditures are required as a result of the adoption of these rules.

ODFW collects revenues for daily and annual parking passes on the Sauvie Island Wildlife Area.
Approximately 10,000 annual parking permits are sold each year, along with approximately
25,000 daily parking permits. These permits generate around $140,000 per year in revenues to
ODFW.

B. No units of local government are expected to be affected by these rules. No significant
changes from the current levels of any local agencies' operations or expenditures are expected as
a result of the adoption of these rules.

C. The public could be affected by the adoption of these rules: Significant levels of wildlife
related activities and recreation occur in both wildlife areas including hunting, wildlife viewing,
and angling. Other recreational uses may include photography, boating, picnicking and bicycling.

The economic impact of these activities depends primarily. on direct expenditures by participants
for equipment, and services provided by restaurants, hotels, food stores and outfitters. These
effects are best measured by estimating the number of days in the field, expenditures per day, and
the associated effects on personal income (wages and salaries). Through the "multiplier process",
economic activity and personal income in the general economy of the wildlife area and the entire
state can be quantified. In addition, public benefits are gained directly through the satisfaction
derived by participating in the activity. This is defined as the recreational value, the level of net
benefits in excess of the costs required to participate in a given activity.

Estimates of expenditures, personal income and value by activity and wildlife area are not
available. However, statewide general estimates indicate that economic impacts are likely to be
significant, especially for communities adjacent fo the wildlife area. According to the Fishing,
Hunting, Wildlife Viewing, and Shellfishing survey completed by ODFW in 2009, expenditures
for a day of hunfing in the Portland Metropolitan Region are $91.44. Expenditures per day for
fishing are estimated at $48.12, and expenditures per day of wildlife viewing are approximately




$19.54 per day. In total, these three activities on Sauvie Island generate $10.15 million in
expenditures in Oregon. Specific estimates are not made for the other activities, but they can be
assumed to generate expenditures as well. The communities in the western Portland Metropolitan
area experience an economic benefit from visitors to the Sauvie Island Wildlife Area. The
recreafional values associated with participation in these activities are often revealed in choices
related to where people decide to live and their overall quality of life.

Commercial activities related to forestry, farming, grazing, and trapping also provide economic
benefits to local communities. Although these activities may not be as extensive or on the same
scale as those occurring on private and federal lands, they can be important to individuals and the
community. ODFW coordinates these activities to improve wildlife habitat.

Since no specific proposals are made that would directly affect commercial uses, no significant
economic impacts are anticipated. Actions to conserve and enhance wildlife may increase

recreational use and related benefits.

The plans are written to be fully compatible with legislative direction on the goals of wildlife
management in Oregorn.

Most businesses affected by these rules are believed to be "small business.”

We do not believe that a less intrusive or less costly alternative adaptation to only small business
is consistent with the purpose of the rule.
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
