Art and Martin,
The propsed regulations as written are acceptable to Audubon. Thanks for your work on this.

The only area where I have a question is in the restrictions places on procurement of bridge birds. The
restrictions accuratley reflect Audubon's approach ( ie we would not procure bridge birds other than
under these circumstance.) However do you also want to place these same limitations on yourselves or
other qualified entities (Pagel for example)? I like the approach in that it is clean and simple and it also
sends a positive message to bridge management entities and also the public which tends to track these
sites relatively closely. However, I did want to check in on this point since there may be opportunities
down the road where entitites outside Audubon who conduct peregrine work on bridges may be willing
to procure birds for falconry. This language would obviously preclude any qualified biologist from
taking birds from bridges except under circumstances where nest managment or operational activities
are occuring. Again we are fine with this language as it reflects our approach, but it was not necessarily
our intent to limit other qualified biologists outside our organization.

falcon harvest regulations in our state. The illegal take by Oregon licensed falconers of two peregrine
nestlings in Port Orford in 2009 should be a cautionary tale. It resulted in a traumatized small coastal
community, a newly-promulgated local ordinance prohibiting any peregrine harvest in Port Orford, and a

failed nesting attempt by the adult birds at the historic nest site in 2010.

Since captive-bred peregrines are readily available for purchase from licensed and regulated breeding

facilities, I see no reason why wild sites should suffer the human intrusions which led to the

aforementioned and predictable outcomes. Should peregrine nestlings require removal from some sites
such as bridges for their protection, | do think these and other birds coming through licensed raptor
rehabilitators could be made available to appropriately-licensed Oregon falconers. Rather than taking

away from the wild resource, this would be an opportunity for giving back.

Many dollars and hours over many years have gone into bringing this iconic species back from the brink
of extinction. 1 urge department personnel and the commissioners to carefully consider the risks and
opportunities to harm or improve the peregrine's plight in our state as these discussions continue.
