Thank you for the opportunity to comment prior to preparing your budget for the next
biennium. The Coos County Animal Damage Control Advisory Committee has worked diligently
to maintain funding for the Wildiife Services program in Coos County. Coos County is
cuirently responsible for approximately 73% of the program’s budget. The remaining budget
funds consist of 7% ODF&W and 20% ODA and USDA doilars. State regulations have increased
the cost of predator management.

Predators and wildlife belong to the people of the State, not just to a county. isnota
county’s responsibility to control and manage the people’s wildlife. The landowners in this
county not only provide habitat but feed the wildlife on their lands. This is a huge financial loss
to the landowner. The landowners receive né compensation from the State and the State loses
the income tax on lost profits.

Coos County, like so many counties in the State, will likely be losing the federal timber
payments. This loss will place a huge financial burden on the Coos County budget. Itis tima
for the State (ODF&W) to fully fund the Wildlife Services program.
