Fiscal and Economic Impact Statement for the J anuagy 4, 2013
Hearing in the Matter of Rules Relating to the Agency Fee for Game Bird
Applications in Rule

Fiscal and Economic Impact:

Game Bird Applications enter the purchasers into drawings to hunt game birds in certain
management units in Oregon. The applications cost $2, plus a $2 agency fee. The OAR that
authorizes ODEW to charge the fee for the game bird applications is 635-03 1-0000(2), which
incorporates the fee listed in the regulations by reference. However, this is not consistent with
how the authorizations for all of other fees are done. Therefore, the proposed rule would add the
game bird application fee to 635-060-0005, where the authorization for the big game applications
is located.

Statement of Cost of Compliance

1. Impacton state agencies, units of local government and the public (ORS

183.335Q2)(b)(E)):

The proposed rules will affect state agencies, units of local government and the public,
respectively, as discussed below.

a. No state agencies, including the Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife, will be
affected by the adoption of these rules.
