in common with rifles than bows and arrows.

» OSP has concerns with sorting who was legal to use them
in the field and its potential as a poaching tool.

s For states across the U.S,, opening archery seasons to
the use of crosshows by disabled hunters have been the
“toe in the door” that crosshow manufacturers use to
expand crossbow use.

s Unlike eastern and mid-western states with an

he’ crosshow is not a bow or archery weapon. Thirteen

states allow its use in firearm seasons. Itis a cocked

weapon that can fire long distances, be handled easily
from person to person while cocked and discharged from
the shoulder like a rifle. A telescopic sight Is frequently
added to this device.

o Montana has adopted a “Modified Archer's Permit” for the
disabled that is somewhat similar to what Is already
allowed in Oregon. Essentially you can modify “otherwise
legal bowhunting equipment” to accommodate the
particutar handicap, but it has to be legally accepted
archery equipment. This does not include the crossbow
as it Is not bowhunting equipment.
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
