Need for the Rule(s):

The purpose for these rule amendments is to reduce the contest winner's award (frem $3000 to $1000), remove the parking permit from the
package, thus raducing the cost of the Habitat Conservaticn Stamp to $20 (instead of $40), and cther program provisions. Authorized by the
Oregon State Legislature (HB 2127), the Habitat Conservation Stamp allows Oregonians and others to purchase an annual stamp and/or print
to benefit conservation of Qregon’s native speciss and habitals. .

Flscal and Economic Impact:

Changes are being praoposed fo the rules relating to the submlsswn of artwork for the Habitat Conservation Stamp art competition. The award
for the artist of the winning entry will be changed from 33,000 to $1,060. In addition, the annual fee for the Habitat Conservation Stamp wilt
change from the current $40 ($38 plus $2 agent fee) to $20 ($18 plus $2 agent fee). Purchase ofthe stamp will no longer include a free
anhual QRFYW Wildlife Area Parking Permit,

Statement of Cost of Comp[fance'
1. Impact on state agencies, units of local government and the public (ORS 183.335(2)(b{E)):

Proposed rules will affect state agencies, units of local'government, and the public, respectively, as discussed below:

A. The only state agency that will be affected by adoption of these rules is the Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife (ODFW). The lowering
of the fee for the Stamp could result in shightly lower revenues for QDFW if the level of sales were to ba constant with historic sales. Itis
possible that a lower fee price could stimulate additional sales, but cannet be predicted with any precision. In either case, the effect on
revenues received by QDFW would be minimal because the number of Stamps sold is few {=100 per year).

‘B. No units of local gavernment are expected to be affected by these rules. No significant changes fram the current levels of any local
agencies' operations or expenditures are axpected as a result of the adoption of these rules,

C. The public will be minimally affected by the adoption of these rules. The proposed changes could make ths voluntary submission of
artwork to the art competition less atfractive to artists. A lower fee for the Habitat Conservation Stamg could incentivize more members of the
public fo purchase i, Ne longer including a free annual ODFW Wiidlife Area Parking Permit with stamp purchase will be unlikely to decreass
sales since buying the stamp and annual parking permit separately will only result in a $2 increase in total cost (from $40 to $42).

The rules are beliaved to be fully compatible with legislative direction on the goals of wildlife management in Oregon.

We do not believe that a less infrusive or less costly alternative adaptation to only smalf business is consistent with the purpose of the rule.
