2016 forecasts very low.
Under the “0 option” for NOF ocean fisheries:

o Escapements for coastal stocks (Quillayute, Hoh, and Queets)
are still below escapement goals.

 Exploitation rates for Puget Sound stocks still exceed overall
limits; require large modifications to inside impacts compared
to 2015 fisheries.
