Second Alternative for 
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The discussion of revisions to the sale of taxidermy mounts was outlined on 
page 4 of the Staff Proposals (Attachment 3).  The proposed revisions 
presented during the public meetings only included an option for individuals 
65 years of age or older to sell taxidermy mounts of big game they had 
harvested.  Since the Department did not receive any significant feedback on 
the issue and recognizing that there would certainly be other life 
circumstances where individuals may want to sell their taxidermy mounts, 
we are presenting a second alternative.  This alternative is less restrictive and 
would not have an age threshold on who could sell their taxidermy mounts.  
Other provisions of the rule are the same as originally proposed including 
fees for registration permit and providing the Department with evidence of 
the legal harvest of the game mammal by the seller or a decedent.

Taxidermy Mounts 6 

 (1) A taxidermy mount of a legally acquired game mammal [taxidermy mount 7 

acquired from an Oregon decedent by survivorship or any form of succession,] may be 8 

sold [by the decedent's survivor or successor ]to any person, provided that the seller first 9 

obtains a taxidermy sale registration permit from the department. 10 

 (2) A taxidermy sale registration permit requires a $25.00 non-refundable 11 

permit administration fee which covers processing of up to five taxidermy mounts, 12 

and a processing fee of an additional $5.00 for each additional mounted game 13 

mammal. 14 

 ([2]3) To obtain a permit, the seller must provide the department with: 15 

 (a) [An Oregon death certificate for the decedent; 16 

 (b) ]For mounts of game mammals harvested before January 1, [1999]2017, a 17 

properly validated tag issued to the seller or a decedent, or an affidavit by the seller 18 

stating that (to the best of the seller's knowledge) the [decedent] game mammal was 19 

legally harvested by the seller or a decedent [the game mammal] and describing how 20 

the seller legally acquired the mount [by survivorship or succession]; and 21 

 ([c]b) For mounts of game mammals harvested on or after January 1, [1999]2017, a 22 

properly validated tag issued to the seller or a decedent [which the decedent used] to 23 

document legal harvest of the game mammal. 24 

 ([3]4) Upon compliance with the requirements of subsection (2) and (3), the 25 

department shall register the mount and affix a permanent identification number. 26
