ANALYSIS Staff will present proposals for the 20162017 and 2017-2018 Furbearer
Trapping and Hunting Regulations. The proposal includes available
information regarding average pelt prices, harvest effort and number, and
catch per unit effort for each furbearer species for the 2013-2014 and
2014-2015 seasons. Because of the short time between the April 15
furtaker reporting deadline, and the date this Commission packet was
compiled, most information for the 2015-16 season was not available.
