C. REQUIREMENTS, DEFINITIONS, RESTRICTIONS, OR EXCEPTIONS

Compiiance with Minimum Size or Other Special Restrictions: All salmon on board a vessel must meet the minimum size,
landing/possession limit, or other special requirements for the area being fished and the area i which they are landed if the area s open or
has been closed less than 48 hours for that species of salman. Salmon may be landed in an area that has been closed for a species of
salmon moze than 48 hours only if they meet the minimum size, landing/possession limit, or other special requirements for the area in
which they were caught. Salmon may not be fitleted prior to landing.

Any person who is required to repost a salmon landing by applicable state law must inciude on the state landing receipt for that landing both
the number and weight of saimon Janded by Species. States may require fish landing/recelving tickets be kept on board the vessel for 90
days or more after landing te account for all previous salimon landings.

C.6. Nofification When Unsafe Conditions Prevent Compliance with Regulations: If prevented by unsafe weather conditions or mechanical
problems from meeting special management area landing restrictions, vessels must notify the U.S. Coast Guard and receive
acknowledgment of such notification prior {o leaving the area. This nofification shall include the name of the vessel, port where delivery witl
be made, approximate number of salmon (by species) on board, the estimated time of arrival, and the specific reason the vessel is nof able
fo meet special management area landing restrictions.

in addition to contacting the U.S. Coast Guard, vessels fishing south of the Oregon/California border must notify CDFW within one hour of
leaving the management area by calfing 800-889-8346 and providing the same information as reported to the U.S. Coast Guard. All
salmon must be offloaded within 24 hours of reaching port.

C.7. incidental Halibut Harvest: During authorized periods, the operator of a vessel that has been issued an incidental halibut harvest license may
retain Pacific halibut caught incidentally in Area 2A while {rolling for salmon. Halibut retained must be no fess than 32 inches in total length,
measured from ihe tip of the lower jaw with the mouth closed to the extreme end of the middle of the tail, and must be landed with the head
on. When halibut are caught and fanded incidental to commercial salmon fishing by an IPHC license hoider, any person who is required to
report the salmon landing by applicable state law must include on the state landing receipt for that landing both the number of halibut landed,
and the total dressed, head-on weight of halibut landed, in pounds, as well as the number and species of salmon landed.

License applications for incidental harvest must be obtained from the International Pacific Halibut Commission (phone: 206-634-1838),
Applicanis must apply prior to mid-March 2019 for 2019 permits (exact date fo be set by the IPHC in early 2018). Incidental harvest is
autherized enly during April, May, and June of the 2019 troll seasons, and after June 30 in 2019 if quota remains and if anncunced on the
NMFS hotline (phone: 800-662-9825 or 206-526-6687).

Compliance with Mipimum Size and Other Spegial Restrictions: All salmon on board a vessel must meet the minimum size or
other special requirements for the area being fished and the area in which they are landed if that area is open. Salmon may be
landed in an area that is closed only if they meet the minimum size or other special requirements for the area in which they
were caught.

QUILEUTE - A polygen commencing at Cape Alava, located at latitude 48°103°:00" north, fongitude 124°43'56.9" west; then
proceeding west approximately forly nautical miles at that latitude to a northwestern point located at latitude 48°10°00" north,
longitude 125°44'00" west; than proceeding in a southeasterly direction mirroring the coastline al a distance no farther than forty
natticat miles frorn the mainfand Pacific coast shoreline at any line of fatitude, to a southwestern point at fatitude 47°31'42"

north, longitude 125°20'26" west; then proceeding east along thal line of |atitude 1o the Pacific coast shoreline al iatitude
47°31'42" north, fongitude 124°21'9,0" west.

HOH - That poriion of the FMA between 47°54'18" N. (at. (Quillayute River) and 47°21'00" N. lat. (Quinauit River) and east of
125°44'00" W. long.

QUINAULT - A polygon commencing at the Pacific coast shoreline near Destruction Island, located at latitude 47°40'06" north,
longitude 124°23'61.362" west; then proceeding west approximately thirty nautical mites at that latitude to a northwestern point
located at latitude 47°40°06" narth, longilude 125°08'30" west; then proceeding in a southeasterly direction mirroring the
coastline no farther than thirty nautical miles from the mainland Pacific coast shoreline at any line of latitude, to a southwestern
point at iatitude 46°53'18" north, longitude 124°53'563" west; then proceeding east along that line of latitude to the pacific coast
shoreline at iatitude 46°563"18" north, fongitude 124°7'36.6" west,

C.2. Gear resfrictions
a. Single point, single shank, barbless hooks are required in all fisheries.
b.  Nomore than eight fixed lines per boat.
c.  Nomore than four hand held lines per person in the Makah area fishery (Washington State Statistical Area 4B and that
portion of the FMA north of 48°02'15" N. lat. (Norwegian Memorial) and east of 125°44'00" W. long.)
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C.3. Quotas
a. The quolas include iroll catches by the 8'dallam and Makah Tribes in Washington Staie Statistical Area 4B from May 1
through September 15.
b. The Quileute Tribe may continue a ceremoniat and subsistence fishery during the time frame of Oclober 1 through
October 15 in the same manner as in 2004-2015. Fish taken during this fishery are to he counted against freaty troll
quotas established for the 2019 season (estimated harvest during the October ceremonial and subsistence fishery: 20
Chinook; 40 coho}.

C.4. Area Closures
a. The area within a six nautical mile radius of the mouths of the Queets River (47°31'42" N. iat.) and the Hoh River
{47°45'42" N. lat.) will be closed to commercial fishing.
b. A closure within two nautical miles of the mouth of the Quinault River (47°21'00" N. lat.) may be enacted by the Quinault
Nation and/or the State of Washington and will not adversely affect the Secretary of Commerce's management regime.

C.5. Inseason Management: In addition to standard inseason actions or modifications already noted under the season description,

ihe following inseason guidance Is provided to NMFS:
a.  Chinook remaining from the May through June treaty-Indian ocean troll harvest guideline north of Cape Falcon may be
transferred to the July through September harvest guideline on a fishery impact equivatent basis,
