This amended rule reduces the daily bag limit for hatchery steelhead in the lower John Day
River from June 16 through August 31.

Commissioner Spelbrink moved to adopt the staff recommendations in Attachment 3 and directed
the department to report back to the commission in two years with an assessment of the
regulations. Commissioner Hatfield- Hyde seconded the motion, and the motion was carried six (6)
Spelbrink, Hatfield-Hyde, King, Zarnowitz, Khalil, Labhart in favor; one (1) Wahl abstained.

EXECUTIVE SESSION

The Commission held an executive session pursuant to ORS 192.660 (2)(e), (2)(f) and
(2)(h), which allows the Commission to meet in executive session to conduct deliberations
with persons designated by the governing body to negotiate real property transactions, to
consider information or records that are exempt by law from public inspection, and to
consult with legal counsel concerning the legal rights and duties of a public body with
respect to current litigation or litigation likely to be filed.
