As used in these regulations, any licensed wholesale fish dealer or canner whose licensed premises includes a 
receiving or docking facility for unloading the catch from a commercial fishing vessel shall be considered as the 
receiver and purchaser and shall have the responsibility for weighing the catch, reporting, and paying landing 
fees on such catch.
